Governor Easley, Honorable & Gentle Ladies & Men of the North Carolina Legislature, and Supreme Court Justices,
The FIRE Coalition has begun “Operation Body Count.”

On Saturday, November 25, 2006, simultaneously in major cities and state capitals from coast to coast, FIRE Teams and Coalition member organizations performed “For Whom the Bell Tolls.” Every two minutes for nearly an hour, a FIRE Coalition Representative read the name of an American citizen that died at the hands of an illegal alien. Twenty five Americans die each day our borders are not secure. Twenty five Americans die each day our immigration laws are not enforced.

Article IV, section 4 of the U.S. Constitution is pretty clear in its message, regardless of context. It states:

“The United States shall guarantee to every state in this Union a Republican form of government, and shall protect each of them against invasion.”

Our founding fathers’ wisdom in choosing the word “guarantee” is indicative of how important they felt protecting our borders is. The 14th Amendment addresses citizenship issues, but does not reward the crime of having a child illegally in the United States with citizenship. It is every American’s obligation to uphold and defend the Constitution. Those Americans amongst us that are serving in state and local government are not exempt from that obligation. Immigration reform debate cannot substitute or replace defending our borders. The wants and wishes of foreign citizens on American soil must stop being placed ahead of the safety and sovereignty of American citizens.
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In the coming weeks and months, Phase II of Operation Body Count will expand. Included in this packet are the statements FIRE Coalition and Mothers Against Illegal Alien Representatives read on Saturday. Also included is the condolence letter and pledge from the FIRE Coalition given to American families that have lost a loved one at the hands of illegal aliens. There is a partial list with over 3000 names of Americans killed at the hands of illegal aliens. In the coming months, we will provide a more complete listing for your consideration.
